Action items: 

1.Each group will be asked to identify two radiation oncologists/ clinical oncologists who can address RT questions on behalf of the group.

2. Using the help of the two radiation oncologists/ clinical oncologists from each group, we will survey the groups to ascertain standard practices for radiation treatment of women with endometrial, cervical, and vulvar cancer, acknowledging that there may well be some variation between institutions and within countries and regions. The goal will be to identify those clinical settings in which standard radiation falls within a close enough range to permit consideration of joint protocol development.

3. At the GCIG international ovarian consensus conference, the RT subcommittee also agreed to undertake initiating discussions of novel approaches to ovarian cancer treatment utilizing RT.
