Possible Side Effects of Arsenic Trioxide (Table Version Date: June 24, 2013)

	COMMON, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Arsenic Trioxide, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Constipation, diarrhea, nausea, vomiting, loss of appetite

· Pain

· Chills, fever

· Swelling of the body

· Tiredness

· Change in the heart rhythm

· Dizziness

· Feeling of "pins and needles" in arms and legs

· Headache

· Difficulty sleeping

· Worry

· Cough

· Nose bleed

· Shortness of breath

· Blisters on the skin, itching

· Low blood pressure which may cause feeling faint
· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low


	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Arsenic Trioxide, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Anemia which may require blood transfusions
· Blood clot

· Abnormal heartbeat which may be forceful and/or may cause fainting

· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling

· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat

· Bruising, bleeding

· Kidney damage which may require dialysis

· Increased sweating, night sweats

· Retinoic Acid Syndrome or APL syndrome consisting of shortness of breath, fever, weight gain, and fluid in the lung or heart

· Fluid around lungs
· Ringing in the ears

· Sores in mouth, throat and stomach
· High blood pressure

· Toothache

· Hair loss

· Dry Skin

· Weight gain or loss

· Numbness, and tingling or muscle weakness or paralysis in the hands and feet
· Fluid in the organs which may cause low blood pressure, shortness of breath, or swelling of ankles
· Seizures or coma


	RARE, AND SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Arsenic Trioxide, 3 or fewer may have:
