	COMMON, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS

In 100 people receiving Bleomycin, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Skin changes
· Peeling of skin

· Changes in skin color
· Hair loss

· Fever

· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing


	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS

In 100 people receiving Bleomycin, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Blood clot which may cause swelling, pain, shortness of breath

· Heart attack
· Stroke which may cause paralysis, weakness, headache

· Sores on the skin

· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling

· Confusion

· Swelling of the brain

· Blood in urine

· Kidney damage which may require dialysis
· Scarring of the lungs which may cause shortness of breath


	RARE, AND SERIOUS

In 100 people receiving Bleomycin, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
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
