	COMMON, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS

In 100 people receiving Ibritumomab, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Tiredness

· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low

· Anemia which may require blood transfusions
· Bruising, bleeding


	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS

In 100 people receiving Ibritumomab, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Swelling and redness at the site of the medication injection

· Reaction during or following a drug infusion
· Swelling and redness of the area of radiation

· Pain in joints

· A new cancer resulting from treatment of a prior cancer

· Cancer of bone marrow caused by chemotherapy

· Damage to the bone marrow (irreversible) which may cause infection, bleeding, may require blood transfusions

· Blisters on the skin

· Rash

· Severe skin rash with blisters and peeling which can involve mouth and other parts of the body

· Swelling and redness of the skin
