Possible Side Effects of Nelarabine (Table Version Date: April 13, 2020)
	COMMON, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Nelarabine, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Cough, shortness of breath
· Anemia, which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Bruising, bleeding
· Diarrhea, constipation, nausea, vomiting
· Confusion, dizziness, muscle weakness
· Fever



	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Nelarabine, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Seizure
· Fluid around lungs
· Swelling of arms, legs
· Reduced sense of touch
· Pain in muscles
· Feeling of "pins and needles" in arms and legs
· Headache
· Rash



	RARE, AND SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Nelarabine, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Bleeding in the brain
· Brain damage, Progressive Multifocal Leukoencephalopathy (PML), which may cause tiredness, changes in thinking
· Prolonged seizure (greater than 5 minutes) or multiple seizures following one another, which may cause damage to the brain
· Coma
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Gullain-Barre -like syndrome, which may cause numbness and tingling of the arms, legs and upper body, which may cause shortness of breath
· Tumor lysis syndrome, which may cause kidney damage which may require dialysis
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
