	COMMON, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS

In 100 people receiving Octreotide, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Abnormal heartbeat

· Diarrhea, nausea, passing gas

· Tiredness

· Pain

· Headache
· Pain at injection site


	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS

In 100 people receiving Octreotide, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Heart failure which may cause shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, and tiredness
· Fever

· Blockage of the liver which may cause belly pain

· Dizziness
· Thyroid changes

· Change in stool color
· Chest pain

· Constipation

· Hair loss

· Lung infection


	RARE, AND SERIOUS

In 100 people receiving Octreotide, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat

· Seizure
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
