	COMMON, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Peginterferon alfa-2b, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Liver damage which may cause belly pain
· Nausea, vomiting, loss of appetite
· Reaction during or following infusion of the drug which may cause fever, chills, rash, low blood pressure
· Chills, fever
· Tiredness
· Pain
· Dizziness, headache
· Depression
· Swelling and redness at the site of the medication injection
· Hair loss



	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Peginterferon alfa-2b, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Heart attack or heart failure which may cause shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, cough or tiredness
· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting
· Low blood pressure
· Anemia which may require blood transfusions
· Bruising, bleeding
· Bleeding of the eye
· Confusion
· Change in personality
· Sensing things that are not there
· State of mind that involves a "loss of contact with reality"
· Thoughts of suicide or harming others



	RARE, AND SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Peginterferon alfa-2b, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Blood clot
· Blurred vision with chance of blindness
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
