In 100 people receiving GM-CSF (sargramostim, Leukine), more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Diarrhea, vomiting
· Internal bleeding which may cause black tarry stool, or blood in vomit

· Pain

· Chills, fever, tiredness

· Infection

· Weight loss

· Itching, rash


	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS

In 100 people receiving GM-CSF (sargramostim, Leukine), from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Abnormal heartbeat

· Bleeding of the eye which may cause blurred vision with a chance of blindness

· Difficulty swallowing

· Swelling of arms, legs

· Bleeding in the brain which may cause headache, confusion

· Worry

· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Fluid in the organs which may cause low blood pressure, shortness of breath, swelling of ankles
