	COMMON, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Leuprolide, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Nausea, vomiting

· Pain

· Redness or swelling at the site of injection
· Tiredness

· Depression, mood swings

· Difficulty sleeping

· Vaginal discharge
· Flushing

· Painful urination


	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Leuprolide, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Anemia, which may require blood transfusions
· Heart attack or heart failure, which may cause shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, and tiredness
· Constipation

· Swelling of the body

· Broken bone

· Weight gain

· Dizziness, headache

· Thoughts of suicide

· Shrinkage of the testis

· Cough

· Acne

· Rash

· Blood clot which may cause swelling, pain, shortness of breath

· High blood pressure which may cause blurred vision

· Damage to the liver which may cause bleeding
· Breast tenderness, pain, or change in breast size


	RARE, AND SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Leuprolide, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat

· Seizure
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
