	COMMON, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Streptozocin, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Confusion, depression

· Nausea, vomiting
· Tiredness


	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Streptozocin, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low

· Anemia which may require a blood transfusion

· Bruising, bleeding

· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Diabetes which may cause tiredness or confusion


	RARE, AND SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Streptozocin, 3 or fewer may have:
